                House Rules 

1. DOGS 

(a) DOGS MUST BE KEPT ON A LEASH AT ALL TIMES.  NO EXCEPTIONS.  ALLOWING DOGS TO BE UNLEASHED IS A MATERIAL 
(b) OF OBLICATION.

(c) The public halls, roof and sidewalk are not a dog run.  No animal waste of any kind may be deposited on the property, in the halls or on the sidewalk of the building or on the roof.

2. NOISE 

(a) Noise from sound systems of all kinds must be confined to a single apartment.  In the event the noise can be heard outside of the apartment, the volume must be lowered so it cannot be heard beyond the apartment.

3. DRUGS, BLUNTS AND MARIJUANA
(a) Each tenant guarantees the following:
(1) No illegal drugs, blunts or marijuana will be sold, packaged or stored for sale anywhere inside his or her apartment;

(2) No member of the household, friend, guest, visitor or anyone else will sell, package, or store illegal drugs, blunts or marijuana inside his or her apartment;

(3) Neither the hallway, the roof or other parts of the property will be used by any of the people mentioned above to sell, package or store illegal drugs, blunts or marijuana;

(4)  There will be no blunt smoking or any other type of illegal smoking or ingestion of illegal drugs anywhere on or near the property.

(b) ANY VIOLATION OF ANY ONE OF THE FOUR PROVISIONS WHICH APPEAR DIRECTLY ABOVE IS A MATERIAL BREACH OF OBLIGATION.
4. HANGING OUT IN THE HALLWAYS OR THE ROOF
(a) There is to be no hanging out by anyone in the hallway and on the roof;

(b) The legal tenant assumes the responsibility that no one who resides in or visits his or her apartment will hang out in the hallways or on the roof;

(c) No one is permitted on the roof at any time except in an emergency.
5. PUBLIC DRINKING OR ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES
The drinking of alcoholic beverages is not allowed in common areas of the building.  Drinking alcoholic beverages hidden in paper bags is also not allowed.
6. WINDOW GUARDS AND SMOKE DETECTORS

(a) Window guards must be installed and maintained wherever there are children indoors;

(b)  Smoke detectors must be installed and maintained in every apartment.  The tenant is responsible for replacing batteries and for promptly reporting any defective smoke detector to management.

7. TRASH AND RECYCLING

(a) Trash is not to be dropped in the open at any stairway, curbside or any other undesignated spot;

(b) All trash is to be placed in containers or enclosed areas designated for trash collection;

(c)  RECYCLABLE TRASH MUST BE SEPARATED AND DEPOSTED IN DESIGNATED RECYCLING AREAS.

8. GRAFFITI

(a) There shall be no graffiti at this property;

(b)  Each tenant guarantees payment of the full costs for the removal of any and all graffiti by any member of his or her household or any guest or visitor to his or her apartment.

9. SUPERVISION OF CHILDREN AT PROPERTY

Children remain the full responsibility of their parents or caretakers and must be supervised by them whenever and wherever they may be on the property.

10. PLUMBING FIXTURES 
Sinks, tubs and toilets are to be used strictly for their intended purposes.  THEY ARE NOT TO BE USED TO DISPOSE OF ANY KIND OF TRASH.

11. OTHER PROVISIONS
· Antennas cannot be installed on the roof or outside windows;

· Locks cannot be changed by tenants;

· Moving in/out should be completed during working hours to avoid

inconvenience to other tenants.  In no instance may move in/out

occur between the hours of 10pm and 8am.
